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Pastorôs Ponderings 
 

I was listening to a friend talk the other day and I 

had a revelation.  She was telling me about a 

situation that she found herself in where she felt 

so hurt and angry over what another person said.  

I completely understood where she was coming 

from as she expressed her frustration.  She had 

been hurt and someone had really been inconsiderate.  As my friend 

spoke to me I asked her this question, ñDid you tell her (the offender) 

that what she said was hurtful to you?ò  The answer, which you can 

guess, was ñWell, no.  She should have known better!ò   I agree, she 

really should have known better, but the bottom line is that she didnôt.  

For some reason it seemed okay to say what she did to another person.   

In this case it didnôt seem intentional, it just seemed rather thoughtless.  

My revelation came at this point in the conversation. 
 

I thought to myself, THIS is why many folks leave the church.  Some-

one says something that is just so hurtful.  And for whatever reason it 

strikes us as painful and somehow we canôt get beyond it.  I really    

believe that in many of these instances (not all) the person that said the 

offensive thing wasnôt being intentionally rude, but really was just    

being a bit thoughtless.    
 

My question is this:  How can we heal this cycle?    The scripture tells 

us that when a brother or sister has offended us to go to them to recon-

cile the matter.  If that doesnôt work, then take it up with the leaders of 

the church to attempt to take care of the issue.   The only way we can 

be part of an emotionally healthy congregation is to make an attempt to 

heal these situations, not flee from them.  We need to attempt to be 

thoughtful in our conversations with one another.  We also need to un-

derstand that some things that people say arenôt intended to personally 

offend or wound us.   I really believe that in all of our relationships 

kindness counts.  Iôve been using that in my head lately as a kind of a 

mantra.  Kindness counts. 
 

I think Church of the Saviour is an amazing community of believers.  

Even in a congregation as warm and loving as our own, we still find 

that we are human and have very real emotions and feelings that can be 

damaged.  Letôs challenge ourselves to remember that Kindness counts.
